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1. Hang up the large watershed map(s).

2. Divide students so that each small group is looking closely at a watershed map.

3. Talk about the watershed map.
a. It is a special map that shows the watersheds in Connecticut.
b. Ask: How is the map divided?  Answer: Each watershed is color coded.
c. Ask: Where is the map legend?  Answer:  On the bottom right of the map.
d. Ask:  Why is there a map legend?  Answer:  It identifies each watershed (major basin).

4. Tell students that they will read and explore the watershed map in order to find certain things.


Ask students to explore the map, talk with their team mates, and raise their hands when they have found the answer to each of the following questions:
1. How is this watershed map different from other maps that you have seen?
· It focuses on waterways
· It is divided by watersheds, rather than by towns
· It does not show major highways
2. How many watersheds are there in Connecticut?
3. Locate Waterbury on the map.
4. What watershed is Waterbury in? (Housatonic)
5. Locate the state capital on the map.  (Hartford)
6. What watershed is the capital in? (Connecticut)
7. Find 5 rivers in the Housatonic watershed.  What are some names of rivers?  
8. What bodies of water could you find in a watershed? (river, tributary, lake, stream, ocean)
9. Name a lake on the map.  What watershed is your lake in?
10. Find a city or town that is split into two or three watersheds?
