Facilitators will implement the Challenge over a 4-week period and students will use the Engineering Design Process to solve NASA’s real-world challenge.  The Engineering Design Challenge will be, Safe Landings: Design a Multi-Purpose Crew Vehicle.

A multipurpose crew vehicle will be critical for humans traveling aboard the Space Launch System and into space. 

NASA will provide specialize support in a variety of formats: Face-to-Face professional development workshops and web-based step-by-step instructional guides, rubrics and checklists.

Students will use the engineering design process, Imagine; plan; create, experiment, improve and ask to complete the Challenge.

After the Engineering Design Challenge, students will submit videos to showcase their findings to the NASA STEM Challenges website at https://www.y4y.ed.gov/stemchallenge/NASA.

In July 2015 students will be recognized by a panel of senior officials from NASA and the U.S. Department of Education for their innovative solutions.
