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The final stage of the challenge is to communicate the team’s progress through each phase of the engineering design process (EDP). The team’s journey must be documented using a student team presentation. The finished presentation must meet the guidelines in the following checklist.

	1. The introduction must include the following: “This is team (team name) and we worked on the (name of challenge). The title of our presentation is (presentation title).”
	

	For safety reasons, do not include names of students, teachers, school, city, or state in the introduction.
	

	Using the presentation scripts, the presentation should document the team’s progress through each phase of the engineering design process. 
	

	Student teams must describe the results of their research, including the STEM careers they explored and any information gathered from NASA scientists or engineers that helped them with their prototype design and testing.
