	Embedded language arts skill:  Sequencing
	Students will create a variety of art pieces and create step-by-step instructions on how others can recreate them.
They will then switch instructions and try to recreate another student’s piece.  Students will debrief on whether instructions were comprehensive or could have included additional guidance in the sequencing.
	Students will figure out how to increase or decrease the amounts of ingredients and their corresponding measurements for a recipe to cook enough snacks for their class.   
Students will update each recipe to reflect the correct measurements. 
Students will then use sequencing skills to update the recipe steps so that another class or a younger group of students would be able to follow the recipe.
