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Marzano’s Six Steps for Effective Vocabulary Instruction

Step 1: Describe


The teacher provides a description, explanation or example of the new term.


Step 2: Restate


Periodically, students are involved in games that allow them to play with the terms.


Step 3: Create

Step 5: Discuss


Step 6: Play


Students restate the explanation of the new term in their own words.


Students create a nonlinguistic representation (a drawing or model) of the term.


Periodically, students do activities that help them add to their knowledge of vocabulary terms.


Periodically, students are asked to discuss the terms with one another.
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
