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Science Process Skills
This diagram represents the science process by focusing on the skills that students gain as they go through the steps. The science process skills are tools students use to investigate the world around them. Because real science happens in a citizen science project, the inquiries do not have “correct” answers or outcomes. Students will need to use a combination of science process skills to develop their understanding as they collect and process data for scientists.
